Use fabric markers or paint
to draw pictures or write
words like “Love,” “Peace,”
or “Smile” on your flags. Be
colourful!
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String the Flags:

Cut a long piece of string or yarn.
Thread 1t through the holes in your
flags, making sure there's a little
space between each one. Tie a
small knot at each hole so the flags
stay in place.

Find a table and set it up
outside your school. Lay out

your flags nicely so everyone
can see them. You can make
a sign that says “Prayer Flags

for Sale




Sell Your Flags:

When families come by, tell
them about your flags, what
they say, and why you made
them.
