() The largest mountain in Australia is
Mount Kosciusko, at 2,228 metres
above sea level, it is a fold mountain.

O The Great Victorian Desert is

Australia’s largest desert. 35% of
Australia is also covered in desert.

() Australia sits on top one of the fastest-
moving tectonic plates in the world,
moving about seven centimetres north-
east every year

() The longest river of Australia is the
Murray River, it is 2,508 km long and
provides water for 1.5 million homes.
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Australia is an island surrounded by
the Indian and the Pacific Ocean. It is
the 6th largest country in the world.
